> If a bowler arrives after his/her team has begun the competition, they will be allowed to start
bowling at the frame when they arrive. No bowlers may bowl missed frames due to late arrival.

> Participants will pay for shoe rental including tax, should the center require, on the day of
competition.

» Coed rules are the same as Men's and Women's, bowling order does not matter.
